Itinerary

Day 1: Arrive in Tunis. Meet and Greet at the airport and transfer to your
hotel.

Upon arrival in Tunis, our staff will meet you at the airport and then transfer you to your hotel to begin your trip. If
you arrive early, you may like to explore the historic medina of Tunis or take a walk along the Avenue Habib
Bourguiba.

Day 2: Visit the amphitheatre of El Jem. Continue to spiritual Kairouan

You will begin your journey with a morning departure from Tunis, travelling south through the changing
landscapes towards the heart of Tunisia's Roman and Islamic heritage. Your first destination will be the
magnificent El Jem Amphitheatre, a colossal structure that remains one of the best-preserved Roman
monuments in North Africa. You will immerse yourself in the sheer scale of the arena, imagining the echoes of
gladiator combat as you wander through the soaring limestone arches and descend into the vaulted underground
chambers where performers once awaited their entry.

Following this exploration of antiquity, you will move on to the Medina of Kairouan, a UNESCO World Heritage
site and a cornerstone of Islamic culture. Within its ancient, winding streets, you will find an atmosphere defined
by centuries of devotion and craftsmanship. You will take time to admire the intricate architecture of the Great
Mosque and explore local workshops famous for traditional carpet weaving, experiencing the quiet rhythm of life
within these historic walls. After a full day of cultural immersion, you will head to your hotel for dinner and a restful
overnight stay.

Day 3: Visit the Great Mosque of Kairouan. Continue onwards to Tozeur

You will visit the Great Mosque of Kairouan, where you will explore one of the oldest and most significant
mosques in the Islamic world. As you walk through its vast courtyard and gaze up at the towering minaret, you
will witness a masterpiece of timeless architecture that stands as a powerful symbol of Kairouan’s spiritual and
historical legacy.

Following this encounter with history, you will begin the drive towards the desert oasis of Tozeur, transitioning
from the sacred atmosphere of the holy city to the dramatic landscapes of the Tunisian interior. As you arrive in
Tozeur, you will notice its strikingly unique architecture, defined by intricate, sand-coloured brickwork. This
traditional style, particularly evident in the Ouled el-Hadef district, features geometric patterns created by
protruding and recessed kiln-fired bricks. Beyond their aesthetic beauty, these designs serve a clever functional
purpose, creating micro-shadows that help keep the buildings cool under the Saharan sun. Your day will



conclude with dinner and an overnight stay, surrounded by the ochre hues and palm-fringed horizon of this desert
gateway.

Day 4: Visit the city of Tozeur. 4x4 adventure to mountain oases. Sunset
at Ong Jemel

After breakfast at your hotel, our journey continues with a visit to the city of Tozeur, known as the 'Gateway to the
Desert'. You will explore its famous oasis, one of the largest in Tunisia, and learn about the intricate irrigation
systems that sustain the thousands of date palms. Afterwards, you will have the opportunity to wander through
the charming streets of the old quarter, admiring the unique architecture constructed from local clay bricks, which
create beautiful geometric patterns.

In the afternoon we will embark on an exhilarating 4x4 adventure to explore the stunning mountain oases of
Chebika, Tamerza, and Midés. Nestled in the foothills of the Atlas Mountains, these oases offer a dramatic
contrast to the desert landscape. You'll hike through breathtaking canyons and palm groves, discovering hidden
waterfalls and ancient Berber villages carved into the rock face.

You will conclude your journey at one of Tunisia’s most iconic desert viewpoints, where the endless dunes of the
Sahara stretch towards the distant horizon. You will visit Ong Jemel, famously known as a key filming location for
the Star Wars saga. Here, you will explore the remarkably preserved Mos Espa film set, wandering through the
cinematic structures that once brought a galaxy far, far away to life. This desert landscape becomes even more
magical as the day ends, allowing you to witness the sun setting in a spectacular blaze of colour across the sand.

In the evening, you will return to your hotel for an overnight stay, with time to relax and reflect on the day's
magnificent sights and experiences.

Day 5: Drive through Chott el-Jerid salt lake. Explore the town of Douz

After breakfast at the hotel, our journey will take us across the vast, ethereal landscape of the Chott el-Jerid, a
magnificent salt lake. This immense natural wonder provides a spectacular backdrop for photographs, with its
shimmering white surface stretching as far as the eye can see. We will stop for a photo opportunity, allowing you
to capture the stunning, almost surreal beauty of this unique environment.

Following our photo stop, we will continue our drive to the town of Douz, often referred to as the ‘Gateway to the
Sahara'. Upon arrival, we will visit the bustling local souk. Known for its vibrant atmosphere, the market is the
perfect place to experience traditional desert life, where you can browse local crafts, textiles, and spices. You
might also see nomadic tribesmen, known as the M'razig, in their distinctive attire.

Later, we will check in to your hotel for an overnight stay, where you can enjoy a comfortable evening and
prepare for the next day's adventures in the desert.

Day 6: Visits to the Temezret, troglodyte houses of Matmata, Sidi Idriss
and Toujane. Drive to the Island of Djerba

You will begin your day in Douz, the gateway to the Sahara, before travelling into the rugged Matmata mountains
to uncover the ancient traditions of the Berber people. Your first stop will be the Berber Museum of Tamezret, a
small but rich cultural space perched within a mountain village. Here, you will discover a collection of traditional
tools, costumes, and stories that preserve the heritage and resilient spirit of desert life.

Your journey continues to the famous troglodyte houses of Matmata, where you will explore remarkable
underground dwellings carved directly into the earth. These homes showcase the brilliance of Berber
architecture, designed to provide a cool sanctuary against the harsh beauty of the desert landscape. Nearby, you
will visit the Sidi Idriss Hotel, a site of cinematic pilgrimage where parts of Star Wars: Episode IV — A New Hope
were filmed. You will have the unique opportunity to walk through the traditional subterranean courtyards that
served as the childhood home of Luke Skywalker.

From there, you will visit Toujane, a dramatic hillside village where stone houses are seamlessly carved into the
rugged mountain slopes. As you look out over the landscape, time seems to slow under the desert wind in this
remarkably preserved setting. Finally, you will depart the mountains and begin your drive towards the island of
Djerba, transitioning from the arid peaks to the coastal beauty of the Mediterranean.

Day 7: Exploring the Island of Djerba

You will begin your exploration of the island with a visit to the Guellala Museum, a fascinating cultural landmark
perched on the island’s highest point. Inside, you will discover traditional pottery and local crafts, alongside lifelike
dioramas that illustrate the customs, daily life, and rich history of Djerba’s inhabitants.

Your journey continues to the El Ghriba Synagogue, one of the oldest and most significant Jewish sites in North
Africa. You will step inside this sacred pilgrimage destination to admire the beautifully decorated interiors and
intricate blue tilework, while learning about the deep-rooted history of the Jewish community on the island. From
there, you will experience Djerbahood, an extraordinary open-air street art museum in the village of Erriadh. You
will wander through a vibrant gallery where over 150 international artists have transformed traditional walls into
stunning murals, seamlessly blending contemporary creativity with Djerba's architectural heritage.

Finally, you will visit Houmt Souk, the lively capital of the island. You will lose yourself in its maze of whitewashed
alleys and bustling markets, where the scent of spices fills the air and local artisans display their wares. The day
concludes amongst the seaside cafés and vibrant energy of the souks, perfectly capturing the unique charm of
Djerbian life.

Day 8: W.itness the total solar eclipse from Djerba Island



You will begin your morning on the beautiful island of Djerba, which is perfectly positioned within the path of
totality for the total solar eclipse of 2027. On Monday, 2 August, you will have the extraordinary opportunity to
witness this once-in-a-century astronomical event from one of the most serene settings in North Africa. The
partial eclipse is expected to begin in the morning, with the moment of totality occurring at approximately 10:10
AM local time.

From your vantage point on the island, you will experience roughly 4 minutes and 10 seconds of breathtaking
total darkness as the moon fully obscures the sun. This location has been carefully selected to provide a
comfortable and secure environment, ensuring you have access to shaded areas, complimentary refreshments,
and necessary facilities. This allows you to remain fully immersed in the spectacular celestial display as the
temperature drops and the stars appear in the mid-morning sky. Following the eclipse, you will have the
remainder of the day to relax by the Mediterranean or explore the island's unique heritage before your overnight
stay in Djerba.

Day 9: Explore Tunis Medina and take part in a hands on cooking class.
Explore the ruins of Carthage

You will begin your day with breakfast at your hotel before transferring to Djerba-Zarzis International Airport for
your flight back to the capital. Upon arrival at Tunis-Carthage International Airport, you will immerse yourself in
the culinary traditions of the city with a private cooking class held in the heart of the Medina of Tunis. Your
gastronomic journey starts with a guided tour of the central market, where you will navigate the vibrant stalls to
select fresh, seasonal ingredients. You will then enter a beautifully restored traditional house to learn ancestral
cooking techniques from a local chef. Through a hands-on demonstration, you will uncover the secrets of
authentic Tunisian spices and flavours before sitting down to enjoy the meal you have prepared.

In the afternoon, you will explore the Carthage Archaeological Site, stepping into the ruins of one of history’s
greatest civilisations. Perched on a hillside overlooking the Mediterranean, this UNESCO World Heritage site
reveals the layers of a powerful Punic and Roman past. You will wander through ancient ports, grand villas, and
the impressive Antonine Baths, all of which evoke the legendary empire that once dominated these shores. The
day concludes in Tunis, where you will spend your final evening.

For those seeking something truly unique, our specialist sales team is available to collaborate with you on a
completely tailor-made tour, designed from the ground up to match your specific interests, accommodation level
and requirements.

11. Transport

Our trips feature a mix of different transport options. We want you to feel like you're really experiencing the
country you're travelling through, but at the same time we want you to finish journeys refreshed enough to enjoy
the next stage of the tour. The terrain and public transport options in Tunisia mean that we use private AC
minibuses or coaches throughout this tour, subject to the final size of the group. On tours visiting the desert
regions of Tunisia, we will use 4X4's.

12. Transfers

Our Tunisia tours include a 24-hour airport meet & assist service in Tunis airport, your arrival and departure
airport-hotel transfers and all other transfers. Our representative will meet you after your have passed through
immigration, collected your luggage and exited the arrivals hall in the open air. Transfers are possible from
Enfidha Airport at an additional cost, please speak to our sales team. Your airport transfers are only included on
the first and last day of the set tour itinerary, plus on any additional days if you book your hotel room with us. If
you make your own arrangements for additional accommodation at either the beginning or the end of the tour
then you will need to arrange your own airport transfers on these days.

13. Group Size/Tour Leaders/Guides

We are committed to being a small group operator, as we feel this gives everyone in the group the best chance to
get to know their fellow travellers and to hear and make the most of their guide. There’s no point in us providing
great guides if you've got to peer over 30-40 shoulders to see them! So, we won't ever put you in a 50-seater
coach with 49 other people and just one guide. Instead, we set our Tunisia small-group departures to have a
maximum of 12travellers.

Specialist escorted tours (such as our Eclipse departures) and workshops may have different group sizes -
please download the Tour Notes for details.

In Tunisia we provide fully trained, local English-speaking guides to run your tour and escort you during all of the
sightseeing.

Guiding in other languages may also available on private departures (eg. German, Italian, Spanish) - please
contact us for details and quotations.

At Encounters Travel we only use local Tunisian guides and reps. We feel this gives you the best experience of
the country and the sites you are seeing.

14. International Flights

We want to give you as much flexibility as possible when it comes to booking your holiday with us. So, to take
account of people with varying travel plans, we don't include your international flights in the main tour price. We
are however very happy to suggest flights to go with the tour. Please contact us with your preferred dates and
departure airport and we’ll give you a selection of airlines, times and fares to choose from.

Your airport arrival & departure transfers are included on the first and last days of the tour. All our Tunisia tours
start and finish in Tunis and are served by Tunis Carthage airport (TUN).

Many European airlines operate low-cost flights to Enfidha Airport, we therefore offer the option of booking airport
transfers from/to Enfidha Airport - please check the options section for details.

We do also sometimes advertise flight inclusive packages from selected airports. Where these are shown on our
website, prices are correct at the time of quoting, but are subject to continued availability of the fare used. Prices
will be reconfirmed at the time of booking, and we will also provide the flight times and airline details before
tickets are issued.

Flight inclusive prices are based on the cheapest Economy ticket class available which is generally non-
refundable and non-changeable unless the flight is cancelled for reasons such as Covid-19, in which case the
airlines are more flexible. More flexible ticket options, as well as Premium Economy and Business Class tickets
are available on request for an additional supplement. Any changes made to flight inclusive bookings will be
subject to the airline rules on your ticket.

Flight CO2 Emissions:

Traveling by air is an amazing way to explore the world, but flights also contribute to carbon dioxide (CO2)
emissions that impact the environment. By considering the airline’'s CO2 emissions when you choose your flight,
you can help minimize your travel footprint.



When selecting your international flights and airline, we do therefore recommend that you try and also take into
account the flight CO2 emissions. Some airlines and flight search websites (eg. Google Flights, Skyscanner) do
publish this information, so you can compare between your flight options and make an informed decision.
Thankfully, many airlines are working towards sustainability efforts, and choosing a greener option allows you to
contribute to positive change while still enjoying your incredible adventure.

15. Entrance Fees

The tour price includes entrance fees to all the tourist sites mentioned in the itinerary. You will need to cover the
cost of entrance to any other extra sites that you may wish to visit.

16. Tipping

Tipping and haggling are common practices in Tunisia and other countries in the region. Service staff often earn
low wages, and tips are a necessary addition to their income. If you are visiting from a country where this is not
the case, the following guidelines should prove helpful.

On our Small Group Tours we suggest you budget around USD 5-10 per person per day to cover tour guide tips,
depending on your personal budget and satisfaction with the service provided. On private/tailor-made tours, we
recommend budgeting a bit more.

Throughout your trip, you may also have a local guide in addition to your main guide, we suggest budgeting
around USD 5 per person per day. For drivers we suggest a tip of around USD 3-5 per person per day. For hotel
porters USD 1-2 and for public rest-rooms, we suggest keeping small Euro or USD notes available. If your tour
features a 4X4 jeep ride, we suggest budgeting a tip of around USD 4-5 per person.

In local markets and basic restaurants, you can leave any loose change. For more expensive restaurants, we
suggest tipping 5% to 10% of the bill.

Haggling:

Haggling is a traditional practice, so do not pay too much attention to the initial prices whilst shopping in markets.
Instead, decide on a value for the item in your mind and then negotiate towards it without rushing, as Tunisians
never rush their bargaining. Do not be afraid to simply walk away if the price is not right. However, if you do
mention a price, you should be prepared to pay it to avoid causing offence.

17. What to take

Luggage: Small or medium-sized suitcases, rucksacks, or fabric holdalls are all suitable to bring with you to
Tunisia. You should also have a small daypack or bag for daily excursions. Your main luggage will often be left at
the hotel during your sightseeing trips; you will not need to carry it far, and hotel porters are almost always
available to assist.

Luggage Limits: There is no luggage limit for this tour. However, most airlines restrict you to between 20kg and
25kg for your checked luggage and between 5kg and 10kg for hand luggage. Please check with your airline
before travelling to the airport.

Clothing: Tunisia's climate varies by region and season. The north has a warm, Mediterranean climate, while the
south is much hotter and drier, particularly in desert areas. Temperatures can drop significantly at night,
especially in the desert and mountains and during December and January. Rain falls primarily from November to
March in coastal regions. Depending on the time of year you are visiting, you should pack for both hot and cooler
conditions. To show respect for local culture and people, please ensure your clothes are loose-fitting and not
revealing, as modesty is highly valued in Tunisia. Shorts (not hot pants) and T-shirts are acceptable at tourist
sites, but shoulders should remain covered. In town and city centres, and when visiting mosques, legs and arms
should be covered.



Other Items: If your tour includes a desert camp, all bedding is provided. However, as sand has a habit of getting
everywhere, we recommend bringing a light sleeping sheet or sleeping bag liner for comfort all year round. We
also recommend a light sleeping bag during the winter months (November to February), when it can get very cold
in the desert. We also suggest you bring a sun hat, sunscreen, sunglasses, a basic first aid kit, toiletries, a money
belt, a small torch, and a camera with a charger.

18. Money

The local currency in Tunisia is the Dinar. We recommend you bring some cash in a hard currency (US Dollars,
Euros, or GB Pounds) and a reliable ATM card. Most major currencies can be converted at banks, but it is not
advisable to carry too much cash. Euros and US Dollars are generally more widely accepted than GB Pounds.
Traveller's cheques are not easily exchanged.

It can be difficult outside of major cities like Tunis or Sousse to find an ATM that accepts foreign cards. Always
check for the symbol on the machine that matches your card before inserting it, to avoid your card being retained.
In some smaller towns, there may not be any ATMs that take foreign cards, so ensure you have enough cash to
last until you reach the next major city. BCM appears to be the most reliable bank for accepting foreign cards at
their ATMs.

While in Tunisia, you will need sufficient funds to cover meals not included in the itinerary, drinks, snacks,
souvenirs, tips, and personal expenses such as laundry. These should generally all be paid for in Tunisian
Dinars. It is difficult to suggest a specific amount for personal spending as this can vary greatly, but as a
guideline, we would suggest allowing USD 15-25 per person per day as a minimum. Allow more if you plan on
doing a lot of shopping or purchasing many alcoholic drinks.

19. Voltage

Sockets in Tunisia are two-round-pronged and 220 volts (Type C/E). Universal adapters are available in most
airport shops if you do not have one already. Standard European adapters will work, though they may feel a little
loose in the sockets. All hotel rooms have electrical sockets where you can recharge cameras, phones, and other
devices. Hair dryers are usually available on request from the hotel reception if they are not already in your room.
If you have US appliances (110 volts), you will need a voltage converter as

20. Health and Vaccinations

You should ensure you are fully insured for medical emergencies including emergency evacuation and
repatriation.

Recommended vaccinations and other health protection measures vary according to the country you are visiting
and where you are travelling from. We recommend you contact your GP/medical practitioner or a travel clinic for
current information on vaccinations needed for your destination. You should ensure that you are up to date with
vaccines and boosters recommended for your normal life at home, including for example, vaccines required for

occupational risk of exposure, lifestyle risks and underlying medical conditions. In addition, additional courses or
boosters normally recommended for the countries in this region are:

South Africa: Additional vaccinations: Hepatitis A. Malaria map. Yellow Fever certificate: Required if arriving from
or having transitted through an infected area.

Namibia: Additional vaccinations: Hepatitis A, Tetanus, Typhoid. Malaria map. Yellow Fever certificate: Required
if arriving from an infected area.

Botswana: Additional vaccinations: Hepatitis A, Tetanus, Typhoid. Malaria map. Yellow Fever certificate:
Required if arriving from or having transitted or travelled through an infected area.

Zimbabwe: Additional vaccinations: Hepatitis A, Tetanus, Typhoid. Malaria map. Yellow Fever certificate:
Required if arriving from or having transitted through an infected area.

Zambia: Additional vaccinations: Hepatitis A, Tetanus, Typhoid. Malaria map. Yellow Fever certificate: Required if
arriving from or having transitted through an infected area.

Yellow Fever
certificate: Required if arriving from or having transitted through an infected area.

Kenya: Additional vaccinations: Diphtheria, Hepatitis A, Poliomyelitis, Tetanus, Typhoid. Malaria map. Yellow
Fever certificate: Required if arriving from an infected area.

Uganda: Additional vaccinations: Diphtheria, Hepatitis A, Tetanus, Typhoid, Yellow Fever. Malaria map. Yellow
Fever certificate: Required if arriving from an infected area.

Sudan: Additional vaccinations: Diphtheria, Hepatitis A, Tetanus, Typhoid, Yellow Fever. Malaria map. Yellow
Fever certificate: Required if arriving from or having transitted through an infected area. A certificate may also be
required for those departing Sudan.

Morocco: Additional vaccinations: Hepatitis A, Tetanus, Typhoid. Malaria not normally present. Yellow Fever
certificate not required.

Tunisia: Additional vaccinations: Hepatitis A, Tetanus, Typhoid. Malaria not normally present. Yellow Fever
certificate not required.

The above information can change at short notice. For up to date health information & vaccination requirements
we recommend that you contact your medical practitioner or a travel clinic.

Malaria: Vaccinations are not available against Malaria, which is a disease transmitted by mosquitoes that can be
very serious and sometimes fatal. You should avoid mosquito bites by covering up bare skin with clothing such as
long sleeves and long trousers and applying insect repellents to exposed skin. When necessary, sleep under a
mosquito net. Mosquitoes are most active during and after sunset. You should consult with your GP/medical
practitioner/travel clinic about the most appropriate malaria prophylactic medication to take for the regions you
are visiting.

Yellow Fever: This disease is spread by infected mosquitoes that bite during the day. A Yellow Fever Certificate
of vacinnation is often required as a condition of entry depending on which country you are arriving from, or that
you have travelled or transitted through recently (including connecting flights with stopovers of over 12 hours).
You can view this US CDC information about where the virus is present and follow the links to further information
detailing which countries need you to have a Yellow Fever vaccination as part of their entry requirements. Please
ensure you have this certificate organised in advance and with you and to hand during the trip.

Please inform us of any pre-existing conditions such as diabetes or asthma and any prescription medicine you
may be taking. We also need to know about any food allergies or physical disabilities that you may have.

If you are travelling on an Overland tour or your trip includes wildlife safaris then please bear in mind that you
may be travelling on bumpy roads and/or rough ground for several hours at a time. This can be very
uncomfortable or painful if you have a bad back, and make such conditions worse. Please contact us if you have
any concerns.

Health Declaration: As many of our Africa tours travel through very remote regions, where medical facilities are
limited, we are asking all of our travellers 65 years and over who are joining one of our Africa Overland
Adventures to complete the attached medical questionnaire. The information provided to Encounters Travel and
our local operational partners will be held to the strictest confidence and will be used only to the extent to provide
necessary emergency medical care and/or evaluate physical health and fitness for travel.

We will request this from you approximately 30 days before your trip starts, so that your GP can sign your form
based on your current health conditions. Please don't submit this several months in advance, as it is important for
us to know you are fit for travel just before the trip departs.

21. Time

The time in Tunisia is the same as GMT (plus 0 hours). Daylight saving adjustments are generally applied
between the end of March and the end of October, making the time GBP plus 1 hour. During this period, the time
may revert back to GMT during Ramadan. Exact dates vary from year to year, and sometimes the changes may
be scrapped altogether.

Please do not bring a
passport that is almost full or almost expired. Visa arrangements are the responsibility of the traveller, and
requirements are subject to change by the local authorities. We recommend that you contact your closest
Tunisian consulate or embassy for the most current information for your nationality.

Currently, many nationalities (including USA, Canada, UK, European, Australian, New Zealand) do not need to
obtain a visa to enter Tunisia, as long as your stay is for less than 90 days. Other nationalities should check with

their local consulate.
